Is Believing in the Right Christ Important?

6. Jesus was just a myth, but a good 
moral idea to cling to.



A Review of Logic & Critical Thinking
Logic is built upon four foundational laws

1. Law of non-contradiction ð
something cannot be òAó and 
ònon-Aó at the same time and in 
the same sense.

2. Law of identity ðòAó is really 
òAó.

3. Law of the excluded middle ð
something is either òAó or 
ònon-Aó.

4. Law of rational inference ðe.g. 
All men are mortal, John is a 
man, therefore John is mortal.



The Importance of the Law of Non-Contradiction

1. Makes rational thought 
possible: it basically 
mandates that the 
opposite of true is false

2. Anyone denying the 
law of non-contradiction 
actually makes use of it; 
therefore their 
argument becomes self-
defeating
