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Approaches to Bible Prophecy
(Primarily the Book of Revelation)

1. Preterist: means òthe pastó. A Preterist interpretation of 
prophecy holds that most of the New Testament prophecies 
of the book have already been fulfilled.

2. Historicist : believes prophecy (especially Revelation) is a 
foretelling of all history from the time of the first coming of 
Christ unto the end of the age. 

3. Idealist: doesnõt look for specific fulfillment of the prophecies 
of the book; rather, the Revelation is perceived to contain 
spiritual lessons that may find recurrent expression in history. 

4. Futurist : prophecy describes events that are largely future to 
all but those living just before the Second Coming of Jesus 
Christ.
