How Would You Answer?

An Answer from C. S. Lewis
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C. S. Lewis in his book, ñA Pilgrimôs Regressò relays the following: One of his characters is 

sitting at a restaurant and is about to enjoy a glass of milk.  He comments to the waiter how 

delicious and nourishing the milk is.  The waiter responds and reprimands him: ñThere is 

nothing special about what you are drinking - it is just one of the many secretions of the cow ï

milk, urine, etc.  Here is no difference.ò  Then Lewisô character responded about the tastiness 

of the eggs, and the waiterôs comments were too disgusting to relay.  

Then Lewisô character reflects on the waiterôs comments and suddenly Reason rode up and 

rescued him. ñYou lie!ò, the character responds to the waiter, ñYou donôt know the difference 

between what nature has meant for nourishment and what nature has meant for garbage.ò

The Facts of the Matter
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ÅIt all goes back to an absolute moral standard (or lack thereof)

ÅWithout a standard, everything reverts to being emotive and opinion (e.g. ñI 

like broccoliéò) 

ÅBut if this is the case, why make such absolute statements such as ñItôs 

wrong to have sex with children or animalsò?

ÅñWho are you to say [insert sexual practice] is morally wrong?ò can easily 

be returned, ñWho are you to say [insert sexual practice] is morally right?ò



God and His Word are the Standard
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The Christianôs standard for morality and ethics in the area of sex come from 

an immutable God, His moral law that is written on our hearts and 

conscience, and the Word that He has revealed. 



Review of Godôs Word in the Area of Sex
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ñThen the Lord God said, ñIt is not good for the man to be alone; I will make him a helper suitablefor 

him. . . .So the Lord God caused a deep sleep to fall upon the man, and he slept; then He took one of 

his ribs and closed up the flesh at that place. The Lord God fashioned into a woman the rib which He 

had taken from the man, and brought her to the man. The man said, ñThis is now bone of my bones, 

And flesh of my flesh; She shall be called Woman, Because she was taken out of Man.ò For this reason 

a man shall leave his father and his mother, and be joined to his wife; and they shall become one 

flesh.ò (Genesis 2:18, 21ï24)
