without any effect upon the person rebuked, the
latter not being convicted of any wrongdoing on
his part nor brought to the place of conviction or
confession, and for either one of two reasons;
either the person is innocent, or he is incorrigibl
that is, his heart is so hard that he refuses to b
convicted of his sin or to confess it. Satan is ##v
incorrigible. Jude knew it, and therefore used tha
particular word.

Jude gives us another statement of contrasi the apostates are much
different than Michael who was respectful even of Satan; what a contrast
that the apostates are disrespectful toward God and the very image they
possess that testifies against their behavior.
