Greek Meaning

Interpretation & Application
The word Jude uses for òdreamingõ is used elsewhere in the New Testament only in Acts 2:17 and 
once in the LXX in Isaiah 56:10. The word doesnõt refer to normal dreams a person has while sleeping, 

but rather divine visions that the apostates say they received. To justify certain deviant behavior or 
beliefs, man seems to always cite divine approval, even though God makes it plain in His word that such 

endorsement does not come from Him. Using these phony visions and counterfeit authority, the 
apostates of Judeõs day were leading people astray and causing them to sin. All such claims to divine 

revelation should be checked against the Word of God for validation.

Islamõs Mohammad was 
supposedly meditating in a 

cave when the angel Gabriel 
appeared in a vision, pinned 
Mohammad up against the 
wall, and commanded him to 
òreciteó. Further visits by 
Gabriel and other visions

Koran, which literally means 
òthe recitationó.

òI have heard what the prophets have said who prophesy 
falsely in My name, saying, ôI had a dream, I had a dream!õ 
òHow long?

The body/flesh ( sarx), Jude 
says, is defiled ða Greek term 

(miaino) used in the present tense 
and indicative mood (indicating the 

activity is current and real) that 
literally means to dye with another 
color or to stain. It can also mean 

to pollute. Jude says 
characteristic number one of 
apostate teachers is they are 
involved, whether external or 

behind closed doors, in physical 
immorality.
