Arab Origin

òNow Sarai, Abramõs wife had borne him no children, and she had an Egyptian maid 
whose name was Hagar. So Sarai said to Abram, òNow behold, the Lord has prevented 

me from bearing children. Please go in to my maid; perhaps I will obtain children through 
her.ó And Abram listened to the voice of Sarai . After Abram had lived ten years in the 
land of Canaan, Abramõs wife Sarai took Hagar the Egyptian, her maid, and gave her to 
her husband Abram as his wife. He went in to Hagar, and she conceived; and when she 
saw that she had conceived, her mistress was despised in her sight. And Sarai said to 
Abram, òMay the wrong done me be upon you. I gave my maid into your arms, but when 

she saw that she had conceived, I was despised in her sight. May the Lord judge between 
you and me.ó But Abram said to Sarai, òBehold, your maid is in your power; do to her 
what is good in your sight.ó So Sarai treated her harshly, and she fled from her presence.ó

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The First Arab Prophecy

òNow the angel of the Lord found her by a spring of water in the wilderness, by the spring 
on the way to Shur . He said, òHagar, Saraiõsmaid, where have you come from and where 
are you going?ó And she said, òI am fleeing from the presence of my mistress Sarai.ó Then 
the angel of the Lord said to her, òReturn to your mistress, and submit yourself to her 
authority.ó Moreover, the angel of the Lord said to her, òI will greatly multiply your 

descendants so that they will be too many to count.ó The angel of the Lord said to her 
further, òBehold, you are with child, And you will bear a son; And you shall call his name 
Ishmael, Because the Lord has given heed to your affliction. òHe will be a wild donkey of a 
man, His hand will be against everyone, And everyoneõs hand will be against him; And he 
will live to the east of all his brothers.ó Then she called the name of the Lord who spoke to 
her, òYou are a God who seesó; for she said, òHave I even remained alive here after seeing 
Him?ó Therefore the well was called Beer-lahai-roi; behold, it is between Kadesh and 

Bered . So Hagar bore Abram a son; and Abram called the name of his son, whom Hagar 
bore, Ishmael. ó (Genesis 16:1ð15)

Psalm 83 ðA Future Israel/Arab War?

òA Song, a Psalm of Asaph . O God, do not remain quiet; Do not be silent and, O God, do 
not be still. For behold, Your enemies make an uproar, And those who hate You have exalted 

themselves. They make shrewd plans against Your people, And conspire together against 
Your treasured ones. They have said, òCome, and let us wipe them out as a nation, That the 

name of Israel be remembered no more.ó For they have conspired together with one mind; 
Against You they make a covenant: The tents of Edom and the Ishmaelites, Moab and the 
Hagrites ; Gebal and Ammonand Amalek, Philistia with the inhabitants of Tyre; Assyria 

also has joined with them; They have become a help to the children of Lot. Selah. Deal with 
them as with Midian, As with Sisera and Jabin at the torrent of Kishon, Who were 

destroyed at En-dor, Who became as dung for the ground. Make their nobles like Oreb and 
Zeeb And all their princes like Zebah and Zalmunna, Who said, òLet us possess for 
ourselves The pastures of God.ó O my God, make them like the whirling dust, Like chaff 
before the wind. Like fire that burns the forest And like a flame that sets the mountains on 
fire, So pursue them with Your tempest And terrify them with Your storm. Fill their faces 

with dishonor, That they may seek Your name, O Lord. Let them be ashamed and dismayed 
forever, And let them be humiliated and perish, That they may know that You alone, whose 

name is the Lord, Are the Most High over all the earth. ó

òAnd in that day [Day of the Lord] The mountains will drip 
with sweet wine, And the hills will flow with milk, And all the 
brooks of Judah will flow with water; And a spring will go 
out from the house of the Lord To water the valley of 
Shittim . Egypt will become a waste, And Edom will 

become a desolate wilderness, Because of the violence 
done to the sons of Judah, In whose land they have shed 
innocent blood. But Judah will be inhabited forever And 

Jerusalem for all generations. And I will avenge their blood

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òIn that day [Day of the Lord] the Egyptians will become 
like women, and they will tremble and be in dread because of 

the waving of the hand of the Lord of hosts, which He is 
going to wave over them. The land of Judah will become a 
terror to Egypt; everyone to whom it is mentioned will be in 
dread of it, because of the purpose of the Lord of hosts 

which He is purposing against them. In that day five cities in 
the land of Egypt will be speaking the language of Canaan 

and swearing allegiance to the Lord of hosts; one will be 
called the City of Destruction.ó

First a Desolationé

òIn that day there will be an altar to the Lord in the midst of the land of 
Egypt, and a pillar to the Lord near its border. It will become a sign and a 
witness to the Lord of hosts in the land of Egypt; for they will cry to the 

Lord because of oppressors, and He will send them a Savior and a 
Champion, and He will deliver them. Thus the Lord will make Himself known 
to Egypt, and the Egyptians will know the Lord in that day. They will even 

worship with sacrifice and offering, and will make a vow to the Lord and 
perform it. The Lord will strike Egypt, striking but healing; so they will 

return to the Lord, and He will respond to them and will heal them. In that 
day there will be a highway from Egypt to Assyria, and the Assyrians will 
come into Egypt and the Egyptians into Assyria, and the Egyptians will 
worship with the Assyrians. In that day Israel will be the third party with 

Egypt and Assyria, a blessing in the midst of the earth, whom the Lord of 
hosts has blessed, saying, òBlessed is Egypt My people, and Assyria the 

work of My hands, and Israel My inheritance.ó ó

òThen the sixth angel sounded, and I heard a voice from the four horns of the 
golden altar which is before God, one saying to the sixth angel who had the trumpet, 
òRelease the four angels who are bound at the great river Euphrates.ó And the four 

angels, who had been prepared for the hour and day and month and year, were 
released, so that they would kill a third of mankind. The number of the armies of the 
horsemen was two hundred million; I heard the number of them. And this is how I saw 
in the vision the horses and those who sat on them: the riders had breastplates the 
color of fire and of hyacinth and of brimstone; and the heads of the horses are like 

the heads of lions; and out of their mouths proceed fire and smoke and brimstone. A 
third of mankind was killed by these three plagues, by the fire and the smoke and the 

brimstone which proceeded out of their mouths. For the power of the horses is in
