A Brief Overview of the Different Rapture Positions




Five Major Positions

Pre-Trib :Believers are caught up to be with Jesus before the
Tribulation begins.

Partial-Rapture: Only faithful believers are taken to be with
Christ at the outset of the tribulation, while the unfaithful are
left to endure it (based on Matt. 25 10 virgin parable)

. Mid -Trib : Believers are caught up to be with Jesus in the

middle of the Tribulation (3.5 years into it) when the
Antichrist commits the abomination of desolation (entering
Into the temple and declaring himself to be God), which
Initiates the Great Tribulation events

. Pre-Wrath: Believers are taken somewhere between th& 6

and 7" seals of Revelation

. Post-Trib : Believers are caught up to be with Jesus after the

Tribulation ends and Jesus appears in the clouds during His
return
