Alsrael was taken over first by the Assyrians who came and deported 10
the 12 Jewish tribes into captivity. A second deportation followed in 58
B.C. consisting of survivors in Jerusalem (2 Kings 25:11). Finally,
Jeremiah 52:30 records a third Assyrian deportation that occurred in
582 B.C.

A Around 587 B.C., the Babylonians captured Jerusalem and took the
Jewish tribes of Judah and Benjamin away. For many years they were
subject to the Persians, Greeks and Romans. The Jews have always
faced opposition wherever they went (e.g. Russia, Germany, etc.)
