Key Misconceptions to Overcomeé

Christianity is often singled out as being an ñexclusivisticò 

faith.  The fact is that all major religions are exclusivistic, 

in that they teach you must adhere to their doctrine or 

you will not achieve spiritual ñsuccessò.  Islam, Hinduism, 

Buddhism, etc., are all exclusivistic in this regard. 

Christianity is not a faith system that imprisons itself 

behind locked doors, fences, walls, etc., to keep people 

out.  ñAnd whosoever will, let him take of the water of life 

freely.ò (Revelation 22:17).  ñI most certainly understand 

not that God is not one show partiality, but in every nation 

the man who fears Him and does what is right is welcome 

to Him.ò (Acts 10:34-35) 

Christianity is exclusivistic in this manner: When you say ñYesò to Jesus, 

you say ñNoò to everything and everyone else.  Just as someone does on 

their wedding dayéyou say ñYesò to your spouse which implies ñNoò to 

everyone else.
