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The Commands
ÅTake up the full armor of 

God, [ imperative: a 
command ] 
ÅResist [ be resistant to 

power ] in the evil day,
ÅHaving done [ accomplish 

something] everything
ÅStand [ stand against and 
hold one¡s ground ]firm.

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The Belt of Truth
¢Stand firm therefore, 
having girded your loins 
with truth é"(Ephesians 
6:14)

In Paul¡s day, soldiers wore a tunic 
that had holes for the head and arms, 
which hung low and loose.  When they 
were about to fight, they would take 
the four corners of the tunic so that 
they were able to freely move and so 
the enemy could not grab hold of the 
tunic and pull them down.  To slacken 
the belt was to go  off duty¡.  
Essential part of armor 
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What is òTruthó?
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Greek word for ¢truth£ ¤al Ǜtheia

Literally means to ¢un- hide£; ¢hiding nothing£.  
It indicates that truth is always there, but 

must be revealed or discovered.

Hebrew word for ¢truth£ - emeth

Literally  to have a ¢firmness£, ¢constancy£ and 
¢duration£. It implies an everlasting 

substance.

What is òTruthó?
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1. Truth is that which 
corresponds to reality.

2. Truth is that which 
matches/corresponds to 
its object. 

3. Truth is simply 
telling is like it is 
¤what is really real.

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The Breastplate of Righteousness

¢having put on the 
breastplate of 
righteousness é£

The "breastplate" (thorax) covered 
the body from the neck to the 
thighs. Polybius tells us that it 
was known as a heart - protector. 
Usually it was made of bronze but 
the more affluent officers wore a 
coat of chain mail. The front piece 
was strictly the breastplate, but a 
back piece was commonly worn as 
well. 
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What is òRighteousnessó?
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Greek: ¢righteousness£ ¤dikaiosyn Ǜs

The quality, state, or practice of judicial 
responsibility with focus on fairness, 

justice, equitableness, fairness; quality or 
state of juridical correctness with focus on 

redemptive action; the quality or 
characteristic of upright behavior, 

uprightness, righteousness

Greek: ¢righteousness£ ¤dikaiosyn Ǜs

"More than that, I count all things to be loss 
in view of the surpassing value of knowing 

Christ Jesus my Lord, for whom I have suffered 
the loss of all things, and count them but 

rubbish so that I may gain Christ, and may be 
found in Him, not having a righteousness of my 

own derived from the Law, but that which is 
through faith in Christ, the righteousness 

which comes from God on the basis of faith ,"

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ÅGuards from being a slave 
to sin; saves from the 
consequences of sin
ÅEnsures devil does not get 

a foothold in life
ÅEliminates guilt in life; 

devil cannot accuse 
ÅEnables the witness of a 

transformed life to be 
seen; draws people to 
Christ
